Cities

3.1. Introduction

Cities are arguably humanity’s oldest diplomatic actors. Ancient Mesopotamian and Anatolian
cities engaged in regular exchanges of envoys to establish mutual recognition and trade
missions. Medieval and Renaissance diplomacy was similarly dominated by city-states,
particularly in Italy and northern Europe with the Hanseatic League, whose intense diplomatic
competition and interactions helped to undermine the Holy Roman Empire, while fuelling the
commercial revolution and voyages of exploration across the Atlantic and to Asia. Even after
the 1648 Treaty of Westphalia, widely marked as the transition to sovereign nation-states,
diplomacy remained a heterogeneous affair until the post-Napoleonic Congress of Vienna in
1815. Nation-states have therefore only been the (nearly) exclusive diplomatic actors for less
than two centuries. Even then cities (and other sub-national entities) have continuously
maintained regular ‘paradiplomatic contacts on disparate matters, ranging from environmental

management

After the Second World War, classical diplomacy began to fade, as multilateral diplomacy
blossomed. During the same period, the concept of twinning emerged, originating in Europe
and spreading to America, as a new form of “citizen-to-citizen” diplomacy (De Villiers, 2005).
The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) defines twinning as a “long-term
partnership between communities in different cities or towns” (ibid.). In the beginning, the
purpose of early French, German, British and American city twinning was mostly to promote
mutual understanding and friendship. It has evolved, from an international instrument of
friendship and cultural exchange to one of development and trade. Today, twinning
relationships are less about the ceremonial and more about trade and investment (providing a
gateway to new markets and products); sport, art, educational and cultural exchanges (and
increasing tourism); technology and know-how transfer; and development assistance (De

Villiers).
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In 1990, the end of the Cold War meant the end of the stable framework of international
relations that had anchored the foreign policy and diplomacy of many countries. The fluidity of
the international system led to a renaissance in diplomacy, with each country seeking to build a
web of diversified relationships that would support its external objectives encapsulated in its
foreign policies. Traditionally, international relations have been concerned with the interaction
of nation-states, whose increasing interdependence is a mark of the current international
system. International relations are not limited to the domain of traditional diplomacy, which is
typically conducted by a department of foreign affairs or international relations as well as heads
of government. The influence of cities is growing, as increased urbanisation means that some
cities have economies that are larger than those of many small to medium-sized countries
(Ingenhoff and Asdourian, 2020). As a result, the “governments of large cities and urban areas
increasingly engage directly in diplomatic activities, opening representative offices in foreign
capitals and other major world cities and sending their mayors on ever more frequent ‘state’

visits to their foreign counterparts.” (Pigman, 2010).

Internationally, there is a real recognition of the catalytic role that city diplomacy plays in the
development of nation-states. To be effective, city diplomacy must first and foremost serve the
core purpose and objective of local government, i.e. to improve the lives of citizens. City
diplomacy is still a developing practice but generally involves activities such as building city
networks, sharing of experiences and best practices through dialogue and learning exchanges
with counterparts, cooperation between international private and public organisations, and

creating networks of mayors and local government bodies.

If the overwhelming majority of cities and states were and/or are conducting international
affairs, how is it possible that we are not paying full attention to city diplomacy.This paper
seeks to explore the many dimensions of city diplomacy, as currently practised, in order to
inform and encourage stakeholders to engage critically on the meaning of city diplomacy and to
translate this understanding into practice. The intention of the paper is to outline and capture a

set of perspectives that will form the basis for robust engagement on the state of city
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diplomacy in Ethiopia, and how it can be enhanced and leveraged to advance the global

interests of the Ethiopian citizens.

3.2. City Diplomacy

In a very general terms diplomacy could be defined as the institution and processes by which
states and others represent themselves and their interests to one another (Melissen and sharp
2006 ) given that engaging in relationships and pursing national interest are crucial elements of
diplomacy and definition of city diplomacy should include these elements as well. Therefore,
by extrapolating the general definition of diplomacy to city diplomacy, could be defined as the
institutions and processes by which cities engage in relations with actors on an international

political stage with the aim of representing themselves and their interests to one another.

With such a definition city diplomacy could be considered a form of de centralization of
international relations management choosing cities as the key actors. In many cases the
representatives of cities involved in city diplomacy will be mayors, given that they are often
responsible for the international relations of their cities; however municipal civil servants and

municipal advisers representing the city at large also engage in city diplomacy.

Various international platforms use the city diplomacy concept, or promote the potential
contribution of local governments to peace in general. These include Mayors for Peace, the
Global Forum, the Association of Peace Messenger Cities, Sister Cities International, the
Municipal Alliance for Peace in the Middle East, and the Italian Coordination of Local

Authorities for Peace and Human Rights.

The Committee on City Diplomacy, Peace-building and Human Rights of United Cities and Local
Governments (UCLG), established in 2005, defined the concept as ‘the tool of local
governments and their associations in promoting social cohesion, conflict prevention, conflict
resolution and post-conflict reconstruction with the aim to create a stable environment in

which the citizens can live together in peace, democracy and prosperity.

The Netherland Institute of International Relations “Clingendael” provides a broader approach

stating, “City diplomacy involves the institutions and processes by which cities engage in
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relations with actors on an international political stage with the aim of representing themselves

and their interest to one another” (Pluijm, 2007,)

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe adopted the fairly
specific UCLG definition in a recommendation in 2008, and added that city diplomacy can be
seen as a natural development in the role of cities as members of the internationalcommunity,

sharing values of democracy, rule of law and human rights.

City diplomacy in modern world politics has deep roots extending well before the birth ofthe
current nation-state system. Scholars have described how this activity has undergonemultiple
“generations” in the past century, evolving from intercity relationships based on culture to a

complex mechanism and circuit for international coalition building and policy exchange.

In the early 20th century, the first moderngeneration of city diplomacy was based onformalized
bilateral relationships (in many casesopportunistic or idiosyncratic in nature) thatwere mainly
centred on cultural, economic, orhumanitarian purposes. This is the period of “sistercity”
relationships—or what has become knownas “twinning” —many of which persist to the present

day.

In the mid-20th century, especially in the contextof post-World War Il recovery and
mobilization, collectively organized forms of city cooperationbegan to emerge beyond twinning
or trilateralcollaborations. Twinning networks began to scaleup with the launch of programs

such as the SisterCities International network (founded in 1956).

This period of city diplomacy saw municipalitiesand metropolitan governments establish and
experiment with collaborative efforts to exchangeideas and facilitate business. It also saw
thebroadening of this approach to complex systemof transnational communities of
practice.This period also saw the emergence of city networksdesigned to act as forums for
collective actionand as advocacy bodies to ensure that urban andlocal voices would be heard by
higher levels ofgovernment and international interests. This model,echoing historical
precedents such as the HanseaticLeague, had already been tested in the earlydays of modern

multilateralism. For instance, thelnternational Union of Local Authorities was foundedin 1913
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to promote city interests within the League of Nations. The mid-20th century saw burgeoning
activity along these lines.The 1980s saw the emergence of a concept thatcame to be known as
Para diplomacy.This term refers to the international diplomaticactivities of governments at
subnational levels (e.g. provinces, regions, and cities). City diplomacy, asubset of Para

diplomacy, has received recognitiononly more recently.

3.2.1. Factors Triggering City Diplomacy

Severalfactors triggering cities engagement in city diplomacy arena;

Utilitarian approach — First, cities undertake diplomatic initiatives in order to support and
protect their interests. In other word to serve the interests of the city itself and its community;
for instance, cities can serve their own interests entering into economic, cultural or policy

partnership agreements with other cities, tackling their challenges.

Participation approach — Secondly, cities engage in city diplomacy to respond to citizen
activism, since community may force their municipal representatives to undertake activities

and action in an international perspective.

Solidarity approach — city diplomacy engagement can be the result of sheer solidarity bounds

to which municipalities feel the need to respondto exogenous factors.

3.2.2. Functions of City Diplomacy

a. Security

The role of cities in security is structured as
e Diplomatic activities contributing to conflict prevention (e.g. awareness campaigns);
e Activities to support the peace-making and peace-building processes during the conflict
(e.g. international assistance programs);
e Post-conflict reconstruction initiatives (e.g. town-twinning initiatives or thematic
conferences).

b. Development
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Two main strands of action can be identified:

Humanitarian development assistance: which occurs on the long-term crisis and includes
activities such as international loans, grant-based cash transfers,building infrastructures, or

information and technology-sharing, etc;

Emergency development assistance: in which cities intervene at the on-set emergencies
through activities such as donations, etc. The manner in which these actions are carried out can
vary. Cities can intervene either directly through their own representatives and delegation or
indirectly by supporting other organizations working on site and administering international

contacts on behalf of city governments.
c. Economy

It includes all activities aimed at promoting the economic life of cities. Two set of actions can be

identified:

e Economic-pull activities aiming to attract resources (tourists, businesses, organizations,
events). Interest for this kind of initiative is increasing and many cities, both metropolises,
such as New York and London, and smaller cities have established a special economic office
dedicated to attracting capital in various forms to the city in order to enhance their strategic
position. An increasingly widespread initiative in this context is the city branding (S.Tayebi,
2006) that applies the principles of marketing to the city which is considered as a brand to
be sold on the market (F. Minelli).

Push-diplomatic economic activities: these consist in exporting excellence services (and

knowledge) or entering into partnership agreements with other cities with which they share

business sectors (e.g. agreements between port cities, tourist destinations, etc.). Although cities
undertake this kind of activity mostly for economic profits, through the exchange of best
practices, cities have also a put on in terms of human capital with a multiplier effect on other

sectors of city governance (i.e. City branding and city marketing).

d. Culture
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Culture is one of the fields where city diplomacy could achieve more effectively and easily its
mission since culture is one of the most pervasive sectors of urban life. In fact, the first
experiences of international relations between cities were cultural initiatives such as town
twinning. However, although the role of culture in the development of cities and as a tool to
promote international democracy has been increasingly recognized, the potential of city
diplomacy in these fields is not yet fully achieved. So far, the majority of cultural initiatives

implemented are linked to:

e Cultural exchanges between cities;
e Cross-border cultural events;
e Drafting of guidelines on how to promote cultural development
e. Representation
This activity is very similar to the tasks of traditional diplomacy and includes all initiatives and
processes through which cities can get into the international arena and have voice in decision-
making processes. Such representation activities may be more or less structured. The activities
are those traditionally carried out by diplomatic bodies:
e Taking part in tables of consultation to voice instances of municipalities and local
communities;
e Lobbying on some sensitive issues;

e Discussing the political agenda.

3.3. City Networking

Networking can take place at the national level, with the formation of regional or national
associations of municipalities but also at the international level either through bilateral (
twinning) or multilateral (city networks ) arrangement such as city net UCLG- Global
Association of municipalities All these forms of cooperation aim both at protecting cities
interest at the decision making bodies in their respective regions and at sharing information

and good practices on various urban topics.
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Cities in developing and developed countries have to date sustained city diplomacy efforts
across a wide range of global challenges. For instance, United Cities and Local Government
(UCLG), which covers over 1000 cities and 155 national urban networks, has had for nearly a
decade a formal Committee on Development Cooperation and City Diplomacy, tasked with
proposing and developing policies on issues related to local government international
development cooperation and international relations. Amidst other tasks, the Committee has
been liaising directly with the OECD to set up a structural mechanism to monitor the
effectiveness of aid on local governments throughout the world. UCLG has now a substantial
advocacy role on the OECD Working Party on Aid Effectiveness and the United Nations
Development Cooperation Forum, and likewise it has had continuing lobbying efforts for
greater city input in the Sustainable Development Goals process. The network aims to condense
and communicate key policy messages on aid from the vast UCLG membership, sustain
participation in international conferences and meetings, and foster common efforts. This
highlights how cities are not only individual diplomatic actors, but rather, as many other

international players.

The second network is Sister Cities International, a non-profit citizen diplomacy network active
since 1956, and was developed to systematise relationships with Beijing, Budapest, Cairo,
Jerusalem, Johannesburg, London, Madrid, Rome, Santo Domingo and Tokyo. In 2006, the
programme was restructured and renamed to engage with additional foreign cities and extend
more explicitly into the business sector, engaging in substantive programming with more than
one hundred cities, fostering not only city-to-city cooperation but also student exchange, and
international summits in New York that have engaged numerous cities and international

business actors.

The third network is the recently launched Global Network for Safer Cities (GNSC) is a case in
point. Led by the United Nations, the GNSC aims to equip local authorities and urban
stakeholders with the tools to deliver and maintain urban security. GNSC follows the footsteps

of successful examples of cityto-city cooperation like the C40 Group or Eurocites, which are
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today quite active components in the international response to issues like climate change,

inequality and diversity.

At the same time, UN agencies—including UNESCO on culture, UN-Habitat on urban
settlements, and the World Health Organization on health—embarked on many such efforts,
further encouraging the progressive transformation of city diplomacy from symbolic twinning
to a more practical diplomatic activity that engaged thousands of local governments around the

world.

3.4. The Challenges Cities Face in Networks of Cities

A comprehensive list of challenges that cities face when working to establish networks are:

e Language barriers;

e lack of staff and resources dedicated to long-term international cooperation, especially
when benefits are not tangible or do not come quickly;

e Frequent criticism from the local press for the resources invested in international
activities instead of addressing local needs

e Political cycles (both for elected and appointed officials) may create periods of inactivity
or indifference to international relations;

e Some cities wait for their counterpart to take all the initiative or bring all the ideas and
expertise. Or one of the counterparts feels that there is an uneven or unbalanced flow
of knowledge or resources;

Considering all the challenges that cities face, a more detailed network narrative can be
proposed, a path that cities should follow to build sustainable, efficient and beneficial city-to-

city network (UEC, 2019).

1. Aim: What is the aim of our international partnerships? Which challenges do we want to
address and what opportunities do we see? What local partners and stakeholders will

participate?
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2. Commit: How are we going to meet the aim and objectives we set? What resources can,
and are, we going to use? What is the role and contribution of each involved stakeholder?

Do we have the necessary political and/or high-level commitments?

3. Partner: How can we identify suitable and matching counterparts? How can we initiate

discussions and reach a strategic agreement?

4. Plan: What are the appropriate plans and roadmaps to reach the objectives agreed? How

do we keep all relevant stakeholders involved?
5. Do: How do we implement the plans and deliver the desired objectives and targets?

6. Measure: Is this a successful partnership? Are the joint activities delivering to the

involved cities?

7. Act: How can we adjust our partnership and action plans in order to meet the targets —

previous, updated or new?

8. Replicate: What are the elements that can be replicated in other city-to-city
partnerships? How do we mainstream these results to promote the wider objectives of the

city?

3.5. City Diplomacy in Ethiopia

Time and space does not permit to list all cities diplomacy held by our regions and towns.

However, it is worth mentioning some city diplomacy. Addis Ababa City Administration has

made contact through twining with fourteen counter parts, Harar city with six foreign cities,

Dire Dawa city Administration with four cities. Oromia Regional National State, Amhara

National Regional State, Tigray Regional States and South Nations, Nationalities, and Peoples of

Ethiopia have also made para diplomacy with their counter parts, frequently with provinces of

China. The regional states have also formed a relationship with their adjacent countries.

The experience of Harari national regional state stands could be a great example as it

was recognized by Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MoFA) itself. The Harari has created a
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good relation with international organizations, non-governmental organizations, foreign
missions residing in Addis and foreign cities. It created city bonds with different
countries, such as Charlvilmizier of French, Sanliverfefi of Turkey, Klarsten of Atlanta,
and Arta of Djibouti. An agreement was signed between the regional government of
Harari and Charlvilmizier of French on developmental projects focused on women
income generation, capacity building, renewal of Jugal Hospital of fistula, culture and

education, as well as water executed by the sector offices of the government of Harari.

The city of Harar has created a sisterly twining relation with its counter parts of Sanliverfefi of
Turkey. Turkey and Harar have had historical relation and Turkey once had a consulate in Harar.
The relationship of these cities itself was initiated by the Turkish Ambassador who was residing
in Addis. On the invitation of Harari, the Turkish Ambassador with high level delegates of
Sanliverfefi, including the city mayor and Turkish chamber of commerce visited the region for
three days and at the end Sanliverfefi delegation exchanged MoU with the Harari Regional
State Government. The delegation promised to give aroundl1.72 million birr to enhance the
water problem of the region, a lorry of water container, children medicine, capacity building,
technical support, environmental protection, and map preparation. Similar invitation was also
extended to the Harari officials to visit Sanliverfefi. The regions have also made contact with
Klarsten of Atlanta, in which the team containing senior officials, experts and academician’s

culture and heritages of the region visited the small city of Atlanta in June, 2009 G.C.

Amhara Regional State has also exchanged MoU with Schiwan province/ Chinasince 2006 and
majority of the cities in the region have been involved with their respective sister—city
relationships. Likewise, Oromia Regional Government made considerable diplomacy. The
delegation led by H.E Aba Dula Gemeda ex-president of the region frequently visited other
countries and cities mainly for the promotion of trade, cultures and investment. The region
entered intoagreement withConstanbul cities of Turkey. In 2002 E.C, H.E Aba DulaGamada
signed agreement with Hunan, China province. Here, it is worth mentioning the agreement

between Ethiopian government and big textile company of Turkey. The objective of the
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investment is establishing industrial zone in Legatafu, Oromiya Region that worth more than 20

billion birr.

State President Officerevealed that, the then president of Oromia Regional State, H.E Ato Aba
DulaGemada, played paramount role among others in convincing the investors by visiting
Turkey and the aforementioned company, facilitating provision of required land for investment,

and reaching on the investment agreement within a short period of time.

Addis Ababa City Administration external diplomacy attained its momentum in comparison with
the rest of the Regional States. The city administration organized separate department, headed
by a director, which is responsible in twining the city with other cities and conduct others
external diplomacy. The City administration has established a strong link with Johannesburg of
South Africa, Chun Chun of North Korea, Ankara of Turkey, Sana’a of Yemen, Leipzig of
German, and Lyon of France. As the result of the relationships, the City administration has
secured various technical and financial supports. The municipality got 21 Ambulances, 1 fire

extinguisher car, and 180 computers from Chun Chun of North Korea.

In return, the municipality dedicated a park found in Gulelle sub- city to the Korean veterna’s
memorial monument and museum. From the agreement made with the Leipzig of Germany,
the city of Addis Ababa got a medical treatment for its lions in Sidist Kilo Zoo and assistance on
a project on park zoo, consultancy and public transportation and generation of electricity from
bio-products. A partnership was also made between the schools in the two cities, as a result of
which education materials and free language training was provided to local schools. Likewise,
the municipality got consultancy on BPR and public administration and other assistance from
the sister relation with Lyon of France, and Johannes berg of South Africa. Efforts are also
underway to establish sister city partnership with Washington DC, and the District of Columbia.
Recently, a high-level city delegation led bythe then Mayor KumaDemeksa paid a working visit
to the Russian Federation from March 22 to March 28, 2011. The Addis Ababa delegation met
and held talks on bilateral issues with governors of the cities of Moscow and St. Petersburg.

Indeed, the purpose of the visit was to sign a protocol agreement with the city of St.
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Petersburg. The then Mayor KumaDemeksa and the Deputy Governor of the city of St.

Petersburg inked the protocol agreement.

Some regional governments pay high attention to trans- border diplomacy than micro Para-
diplomacy due to their geographical location For instance, Gambella regional state is known for
developing this type of relation. Its foreign relation mainly focused on maintaining peace and
security with the adjacent states of Sudan. This includes discussion on solution as to attacks,
killings, and abductions of children, illegal movement of cattle, looting of properties and taking
of weapons.The Gambella Regional State and Jongeli State of South Sudan meet to take actions

and resolve attacks and lootings regularly.

Amhara Regional State has also contact with Gedariff of Sudan; Oromia with Kenya border
provinces. It is common to see Borana child in the land of Kenya in search of water and grass for
their cattle. More frequently, Borana Abba Gada enters to Kenyas' territory without any
passport to visit Oromos in Kenya, or to mediate the conflict between Oromo pastoralist and
that of Kenya. The Ethiopian currency and Kenya currency is interchangeably used in some

town of the region and Kenya provinces.

The rising influence (nationally and internationally) of cities, on the back of increased
urbanisation and economic growth, has led to large cities and urban areas engaging directly in
diplomatic activities, through twinning and other relations with counterparts abroad. Yet,
although Ethiopian cities have seen an increase in municipal international relations (MIR), the
outcomes have been limited, with the focus mostly on intangible city-to-city friendships rather
than on concrete results. The paper proposes that MIR should focus on results and tangible
benefits for the inhabitants of the city, and highlights that effective liaison with provincial
authorities and with Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ethiopia could contribute to integrated and

beneficial international relations.
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
